-the information contained within the webpages is minimal or non-existant

	Navigation
	-numerous links provided that include required elements (e.g., about us, product information, media/ads, contact info, etc).

-additional links to local and web-based sources that further enhance company’s communications were provided

-local & external links provided

-links are clearly identified and well-positioned

-all links function
	-most of the basic, essential links are present

-at least one additional link was added (local or web-based)

-links are generally well-identified and positioned

-almost all of the links function
	-too few links provided

-no additional links included (local/web-baed) 

-links are not always evident

-some links don’t work

	Branding
	-a strong, coherent & concise vision of the company’s ethos/mission has been developed and well-communicated

-website provides a highly professional look & image that are consistent with the company’s products, services, and mission

-logo and slogan prominent and consistent

-text information accompanying various “content” pages reinforces company’s image
	-the company’s vision is generally clear though it could be more concise OR strengthened

-the website does a fair job in supporting the company’s image and communicating its mission, though some areas could use further development

-logo and slogan presented though prominence and frequency could be improved

-text information is provided in most of the content pages though the written text needs further development
	-the company lacks a clear vision

-the website lacks a communications strategy

-the branding is absent or presented in a manner that is inconsistent

-logo and slogan not always clear or inconsistent

-test information accompanying “content” pages is missing/unclear

	Technical
	-organization: the entire website is housed within a single folder.

-organization: files within the master folder are distributed into other appropriately labeled folders (e.g., images, media, etc.)

-file naming: technical simplicity was achieved through lower cap names for files and folders while omitting spaces or odd symbols in the names

-page properties: master properties used to change headings, add metatags, set link colours or background colors.

-advanced techniques used through actual coding or the addition of Flash
	-organization: 90%+ of files are housed within a singl folder

-organization: files within master folder are generally set in other appropriately labeled folders

-file naming: simplicity conventions generally respected

-page properties: some master properties changed, though other in need of alteration were not changed

-some minor coding or clever copy/paste techniques may have been used / attempted (e.g., importing pre-existing flash files, or other effects from the internet).
	-organization: files are not organized and some files may have been missing

-folders within folder not coordinated or absent

-file-naming: file naming does not follow simplistic conventions (e.g, some files contain spaces and/or odd characters)

-page properties: not used
