INTRODUCTION

Every year, the world’s largest metropolitan cities meet at a global conference to share information. Cities will openly promote initiatives on which they were successful at so as to help other cities benefit. However, they may also share some of the problems that they are facing in the hopes that other major cities may have found effective solutions.
GENERAL OBJECTIVE

Attending this conference are literally thousands of delegates from hundreds of cities from across the globe. As such, there are often too many people to meet and too little time to get into any lengthy conversations about one’s own city. As such, the Mayor of Montreal has asked you to prepare a pamphlet that provides people with a snapshot of your city so that you can communicate information quickly and effectively, and leave each delegate with something they can review once the conference has ended. As such, your pamphlet should contain a number of appealing visuals as well as information presented in short sentences followed by a few bullets.

SPECIFIC OBJECTIVES

You are to create a pamphlet that folds into three columns and will contain information on both the back and front. Hence, there will be six columns/sections each of the following objectives:

1. Create a cover designed entirely with Photoshop Elements. (do this section last when your pamphlet is complete so that you can integrate graphics that relate to your information).

2. Montreal Attractions: choose one well-known attraction and two original, yet compelling features about Montreal that foreigners would find interesting. You may include some graphics, succinct information, and links to useful websites.
3. Leisure (i.e., food, entertainment, etc.): identify and promote one well-known feature and two original aspects of Montreal culture/leisure that would captivate a tourist’s interest. Include picture(s), pertinent information and references if useful.

4. Environment: identify 3 environmental challenges that Montreal and its suburbs are facing and some of the solutions that are being explored. Include picture(s), pertinent information and references if useful.

5. Demographics: identify two significant categories of demographic information relating to Montreal that could be of interest to a particular target audience. For example, you may want to identify international sources of immigration/spoken languages, to promote Montreal’s image as a microcosm of the world. Or, you may want to target business leaders who may want to expand their companies in Montreal by showing them which industries thrive here and why (e.g., cheap energy, highly-educated population, etc.). Include a table and a graph (if you include a table for your 1st demographic, then include a graph for the 2nd).
6. Map of Montreal: This map should identify major geographical features such as waterways. It may also include other information that you may feel is important such as routes of transportation (highways/subways), urban areas, or symbols that localize some of the features you identified in your pamphlet.
